Transfer of Your Personal Data
Your Personal Data may be transferred to:

· Judicial authorities, authorized official institutions and organizations, legally authorized private individuals, relevant law enforcement agencies, or to the lawyers with whom we have an agreement to carry out legal processes for the purpose of resolving legal disputes, conducting judicial processes, or fulfilling legal obligations, or as required by relevant regulations.

· Our university's website at www.beykent.edu.tr for promotional and advertising purposes, provided that you give explicit consent.

· Our university's social media accounts (Instagram, Facebook, X, LinkedIn), whose servers are located abroad for promotional and advertising purposes, provided that you give explicit consent.

We would like to emphasize that, during the relevant processing and transfer activities, we take reasonable administrative and technical measures, to the extent permitted by technical capabilities, to ensure the security and confidentiality of personal data.
Ways of Acquiring Your Personal Data and Legal Reasons
Your personal data will be collected automatically via submitting the application form and artwork image to the email address of the Vocational School, as well as through photography/video recording during the exhibition, conducted by the appointed personnel.
Your data, other than the ones specified, will be obtained through automatic or partially automatic means, depending on how much you have made them public and how they have been made public.
Your personal data will be processed in accordance with the personal data processing conditions specified in Article 5/1 of the Law No. 6698 on the Protection of Personal Data, including: 'Obtaining explicit consent', 5/2-c) 'When it is necessary for the data controller to fulfill its legal obligations', 5/2-d) 'When the data has been made public by the data subject', 5/2-e) 'When data processing is necessary for the establishment, use, or protection of a right', 5/2-f) 'When data processing is necessary for the legitimate interests of the data controller, provided that it does not harm the fundamental rights and freedoms of the data subject.
What Are Your Rights as the Data Subject Under Article 11 of the PDP Law?
As data subjects, if you submit your requests regarding your rights using any of the methods outlined below, the institution will respond to your request free of charge, in the shortest time possible and no later than thirty days, depending on the nature of the request. However, if the process incurs an additional cost, a fee will be charged according to the rate set by the Personal Data Protection Board. As a person whose personal data is processed, you have the following rights under Article 11 of the Law, which regulates the rights of the data subject: (to learn about personal data processing, to request information about processing, to learn whether the processing is in accordance with the purpose, to know the recipients to whom the data is transferred, to request correction of incomplete or incorrect data, to request deletion or destruction of data, to request notification of all automated processes to third parties, to object to analysis, and to request compensation for damages).
